| have lived in the West End for many years and my home at Hawthorne Place is my largest asset.
Equity’s second notice of project change does not address many of the comments | and my neighbors
made previously, and those changes it has made are insufficient. | cannot support the project as
proposed.

The project is way too massive, totally out of scale with the Longfellow towers on the same parcel, not
to mention the smaller and lower surrounding buildings.

| am extremely concerned about the impact of this construction, and especially the depth of the
proposed underground parking, on 9 Hawthorne and on its associated infrastructure. The garage site is
way too close to us, and to the gas lines, utilities and sewer pipes in Thoreau Path. While | understand
some test borings were made, no one really knows what is below the current garage, and at least part of
the locus is probably filled land that might shift, causing settling and resulting damage around it. As we
have seen in the case of the Big Dig, having renowned engineers work on a project is no guarantee there
will be no defects. The benefits anticipated from the project are far too meager in proportion to the
risks and burdens it entails.

The project will generate additional traffic in our neighborhood, which is already unacceptably
burdened, as Councilor Zakim’s hearing documented. 1t will also burden the Green line, as will all the
new development (under way and in the pipeline) in North Station, Government Center, North Point
and points further north.

While | understand
some test borings were made, no one really knows what is below the current garage, and at least part of
the locus is probably filled land that might shift, causing settling and resulting damage around it. As we
have seen in the case of the Big Dig, having renowned engineers work on a project is no guarantee there
will be no defects. The benefits anticipated from the project are far too meager in proportion to the
risks and burdens it entails. ’

The project will generate additional traffic in our neighborhood, which is already unacceptably
burdened, as Councilor Zakim’s hearing documented. It will also burden the Green line, as will all the
new development (under way and in the pipeline) in North Station, Government Center, North Point
and points further north.
