Place for over 6 years, and I love this community. I am asking that you oppose the Equity proposal to
redevelop the Garden Garage site unless there are substantial changes to the project.

This project does not fit within the culture of the West End residential area. It is considerably taller than
most buildings, it ignores emergency risks as a result of increased traffic from there parking garage, and
most importantly, Equity has treated this community as a doormat. I understand this is a business, and the
Mayor is adamant of accomplishing his additional housing goals, but this project, as it is currently
designed, goes against the Mayor Walsh’s true vision for this city.

Many of the projects previously approved for this area have been willing to work with us on suggestions
from residents. I have personally found that Equity’s approach has been combative and uncompromising.
